Reading:
= Children take part in a reading lesson with us each week. In addition
¢ to this, if your child is at the early stages of reading then they will
. practise reading individually with a Teaching Assistant or volunteer as
often as possible.
As mentioned above, please send your child’s book bag, containing
.| their reading books and Reading Records, into school with them each
¢ day. This is so that children can change their reading books as
. regularly as possible and we will be having daily reading
sessions where we will monitor reading progress and children
can practise reading.

Monday. We will be using homework books this year and we will be encouraging children to remember to
hand in their books on the correct day. Please remind children to hand in their work if you see that it is still
in their bags and we will do the same.
