· Focus on the endings,  offer alternative solutions to a problem

· Plan and write own story, using the structure of: opening, something happens, events to sort it out and ending Remember past tense and third person

· Proof read for errors in spelling, grammar and punctuation

· read and listen to a range of contemporary and classic poetry
· discuss vocab used and play games to develop the children’s use of vocabulary 

· children to innovate by changing the vocab used but by keeping the structure the same
· likes/ dislikes

· book talk

· modelling identifying patterns and explaining what you notice
· model how to recite and perform in rhythm
· recite poem as a class, in groups, pairs
· film pupils performing poem, peer assessment with teacher support and improve 



	Reading outcomes: children will be able to discuss their own views and meanings using inference
